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From DAILY READINGS FROM THE WRITING OF ST. JOHN CHRYSOSTOM 
 

SPEAK ILL OF NO ONE 
For what does it profit if we abstain from fish and fowl and yet bite and devour the brothers and sisters. 
The evil speaker eats the flesh of his brother and bites the body of his neighbor. Because of this St. Paul 
utters the fearful saying: “If you bite and devour one another take heed that you are not consumed by 
one another” ( Gal. 5:15) 
 
WHO IS RICH?  WHO IS POOR? 
…the rich man is not the one who has collected many possessions but the one who needs few 
possessions; and the poor man is not the one who has no possessions but the one who has many 
desires. 
 
SCRIPTURE: A SPRING GUSHING WITH EVERFLOWING WATERS 
Reading the Holy Scriptures is like a treasure. With a treasure, you see, anyone able to find a tiny nugget 
gains for himself great wealth; likewise in the case of Sacred scripture, you can get from a small phrase 
great wealth of thought and immense riches. …The word of God is not only like a treasure; but is also 
like a spring gushing with ever flowing waters in a mighty flood. 
 
THE PLAGUE OF VAINGLORY 
Beloved, let us flee this disease with all zeal and earnestness. Even if we have innumerable virtues, the 
plague of vainglory is capable of destroying them all. If, then, we desire praise let us seek those which 
come from God. The praise that comes from men, of whatever sort it may be, perishes as soon as it 
appears. Even if it does not perish, it has brought no profit to us, and frequently is the product of a 
warped judgement. In short, if you love the crowd, attract to yourself the throng of the angels and 
become hostile to demons, and you will give no weight to human opinions. …..nothing so defiles the soul 
as the love of glory.
